Ifyou purchased your phone ata Sprint Store, your
phone should be activated and ready to use.

Ifyou received your phone in the mail and itis fora new
Sprintaccountora new line of service, it is designed to
activate automatically. To confirm your activation, make
aphone call.
Ifyou received your phone in the mail and you are
activating a new phone for an existing number on your
account, you will need to contact Sprint Customer
Service to activate your new phone. There are two
activation options:

Setting Up YourVoicemail

All unanswered voice calls to your phone are
automatically transferred to your voicemail, even if your
phone is in use orturned off. Therefore, Sprint
recommends that you set up your voicemail and
personal greeting as soon as your phone is activated.

SpeakerKey lets you place orreceive calls in
speakerphone mode.

Press
and hold keys 2-9 for speed dialing.

. FNKey (Function) key, toggles to access the white

SHIFTKey lets you change letter capitalization
when entering text using the QWERTY keyboard.
Microphone allows other callers to hear you
clearly when you are speaking to them.

OuterScreen provides useful information you can
view without opening the phone, such as the
date and time, signal and battery strength,
camera preview, and music player status.

Music PlayerHotKeys let you play music without
opening the phone.

Cameralens, as part of the built-in camera, lets
you take pictures and videos.

Speakers let you hearthe different ringers and
sounds. You can mute the ringerwhen receiving
incoming calls by pressing GED, @, orany of
the side keys. The speaker also lets you hearthe
caller’s voice in speakerphone mode.

NavigationKey scrolls through the phone’s menu
options.

MENU/OK lets you access the phone’s menus
and selects the highlighted choice when
navigating through a menu.

BACKKey deletes characters from the display in
text entry mode. When in a menu, press this key
to return to the previous menu.

END/POWERKGey lets you turn the phone on or off,
end a call, orreturn to standby mode. While in the
main menu, it returns the phone to standby mode
and cancels yourinput. When you receive an
incoming call, press to enter silent mode and
mute the ringer.

Wireless Backup allows you to back up all of your
contacts to the Sprint Web site and restore them if your
phone is lost, stolen, damaged, or replaced (see page
74).

Data Roam Guard will alert you when you are roaming
and using your browser or other online applications,
giving you the option to continue using those
applications while in the roaming area (page 62).

Turning Your Phone On and Off

TurningYourPhone On
Press EX9.

Once your phone is on, it may display “Searching for
Service.” When your phone finds a signal, it
automatically enters standby mode — the phone’s idle
state. At this point, you are ready to begin making and
receiving calls.

If your phone is unable to find a signal after searching, a
Power Save feature is automatically activated. When a
signal is found, your phone automatically returns to
standby mode.

In Power Save mode, your phone searches fora signal
periodically without your intervention. You can also
initiate a search for Sprint service by pressing any key
(when your phone is turned on).

The Power Save feature conserves your battery
powerwhen you are in an area where there is no
signal.

Using Your Phone’s Battery and
Charger

Battery Capacity

Your phone is equipped with a Lithium lon (Li-lon)
battery. It allows you to recharge your battery before it is
fully drained. The battery provides up to 5.5 hours of
continuous digital talk time.

When the battery reaches 5% of its capacity, the battery
icon blinks. When there are approximately two minutes
of talk time left, the phone sounds an audible alert and
then turns off.

Wzl Long backlight settings, searching forservice,
vibrate mode, browser use, and other variables may
reduce the battery’s talk and standby times.

The carousel can
hold up to 15 tiles, which you can add, remove, and
rearrange to suit your needs. The Hometile ( )
provides access to the phone’s full menu, and it is the
only one that cannot be moved or removed.

Bubbles - Bubbles are at-a-glance information items
that may be displayed when the Home screen is
displayed, such as in the illustration. Your Home
screen can display up to eight bubbles.

Function Keys — The keys you'll use to navigate
through the main screen are:

carousel to highlight tiles. Highlighted tiles occupy

HSP: HeadsetProfile - This profile functions as a
wireless earjack. When an incoming call is received,
the ringer can be heard through the headset and the
handset. The call can then be received by pushing a
button. While using the handset, you can use the
headset instead of the phone by pushing a button on
the headset, the same as inserting a jack into the
phone. Increase or decrease the volume by using the
volume key on the side of the handset.

HFP: Hands-Free Profile-This profile functions as a
wireless car kit. Incoming calls ring to the hands-free
headset or device. Calls can be received by pressing
a button on the headset or device. Fordialing, four
functions are supported: recent call dial, voice dial,
speed dial, and number dial. Increase or decrease the
volume by using the volume key on the side of the
handset.
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DUN: Dial-Up Network Profile—This profile functions as a
wireless data cable, connecting a computer or PDA to
a network through your handset.

OPP: ObjectPush Profile — This profile uses the Generic
Object Exchange profile services to send data objects
between devices and can be used to exchange
objects like music files, pictures, calendar (vCal) and
business cards (vCard).

FTP:File Transfer Profile — This profile allows you to
transferfiles to or from other Bluetooth-enabled
devices.

BPP: Basic Printing Profile — This profile enables simpler
printing from your phone to a Bluetooth-enabled
printer.

PBAP: Phone Book Access Profile — This profile enables
exchange of Contacts information between devices. It
is likely to be used between a car kit and a mobile
phone to allow the car kit to display the name of the
incoming caller.



Pairing Bluetooth Devices

Data Connection Status and Indicators

Your phone displays the current status of your data
connection through indicators at the top of the screen.
The following symbols are used:

§§ Your phone is connected to the high-speed Sprint

Mobile Broadband Network (EVDO). When the
triangles are ,data is being transferred (for
example, when you are opening a web page);
when the triangles are gray, you are connected to
the network but data is not currently being
transferred (forexample, when you are viewing a
web page that is completely open). In either state,
you can receive incoming calls.

Your phone is on and is connected to the Sprint
1xRTT data network. When the arrows are ,
data is being transferred (forexample, when you
are opening a web page) and you cannot receive
calls.When the arrows are gray, you are
connected to the network but data is not currently
being transferred (for example, when you are
viewing a web page that is completely open), and
you can receive calls.

If no indicator is displayed, your phone does not have a
current data connection. To launch a connection, see
“Launching a Web Connection” on page 128.

Navigating the Web

Navigating through menus and websites during a data
session is easy once you've learned a few basics. Here
are some tips for getting around:

Softkeys

During a data session, the bottom line of your phone’s
display contains one or more softkeys. These keys are
shortcut controls for navigating around the web, and
they correspond to the softkeys directly below the
phone’s display screen.

Tip Depending on which websites you visit, the labels
on the softkeys may change to indicate their
function.
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To use softkeys:

Press a softkey. (If an additional pop-up menu is
displayed when you press the softkey, select the
menu items using your keypad [if they’re
numbered], or by highlighting the option and
pressing &&8.)

Scrolling

As with other parts of your phone’s menu, you'll have to
scroll up and down to see everything on some websites.

Once you've learned how to use softkeys and scroll, you
can start navigating the web.

Ifthe items on a page are numbered, you can use
yourkeypad (number keys) to select an item.

Links, which are displayed as underlined text, allow you
to jump to web pages, select special functions, oreven
place phone calls.

Multitasking

Multitasking is a way of maintaining one application
active while using another. While your current music
selection is playing, you can activate the Application
Manager screen and choose from a list of available
applications which can be run in tandem with your
music.

eIzl Multitasking is enabled only while using the Sprint
Music Store (Menu>Entertainment>Music).

To multitask on yourphone:

1. Launch the Sprint Music Store application
(Highlight #& and press @& >Entertainment>
Music).

2. Selectthe playertab and press 8.

3. Select afile and press @ to play the selected
song.

4. Press @ to exit the Music Store application
without closing it and launch the popup menu,
where you can choose from the following options:

Application Manager, Send to Background, Resume,

An incoming call causes the currently played music file
to be paused while the phone call is active. Once the
current call is ended, you can selectto resume any
paused applications. (Music will resume playing
automatically.)

1. Answeran incoming call by pressing TALK (left
softkey).

2. When you are done with your call, press B to end
the call. The previously paused application then
resumes.

()=l Vhen placing an outgoing call, the Application
Manager pauses your current music playback and
allows you to proceed with youroutgoing call.
When the call is ended, the Application Manager

restarts the music playback.

If the phone is running more than one simultaneous

application (such as Music Store, Application [from My
Content], and Games), the user interface can begin to
slow down and result in music or sound interruptions.
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To solve this type of issue, it is best to close down all
otherapplications (Highlight #& and press @ >
My Stuff>Application Manager> Options > ExitAll
Applications) before initiating a new application.

Also, in some situations, the camera or camcorder may
have limited functionality or become unavailable. For
example, if you were currently playing music (via the
Music Store), or playing a game in the background, and
then wanted take a photo, the phone may prompt you
with a “CPU Low, Kill the Application” dialog. This
indicates that the current phone resources are stretched
and one of the current applications should be
terminated before continuing. Referto the procedure
above to exit either a specific application orall current
applications, and then launch the camera or camcorder
again.



Streaming Music

In addition to the Sprint Music Store, Sprint offers a
variety of musical options through the Music category in
the Sprint TV menu, including SIRIUS Music, Music
Choice, VH1, and many others.

There are several simple guidelines to operating your phone

properly and maintaining safe, satisfactory service.

To maximize performance, do not touch the bottom portion of
your phone where the internal antenna is located while using
the phone.

Speak directly into the mouthpiece.

Avoid exposing your phone and accessories to rain or liquid
spills. If your phone does get wet, immediately turn the power
off and remove the battery.

Do not expose your phone to direct sunlight for extended
periods of time (such as on the dashboard of a car).

Although your phone is quite sturdy, it is a complex piece of
equipment and can be broken. Avoid dropping, hitting,
bending, orsitting on it.

Any changes or modifications to your phone not expressly
approved in this document could void your warranty for this
equipment and void your authority to operate this equipment.

Note Forthe best care of your phone, only Sprint-authorized
personnel should service your phone and accessories.
Failure to do so may be dangerous and void your
warranty.




Maintaining Safe Use ofand
Access to Your Phone

Do NotRely on Your Phone forEmergency Calls

Mobile phones operate using radio signals, which cannot
guarantee connection in all conditions. Therefore you should
never rely solely upon any mobile phone for essential
communication (e.g., medical emergencies). Emergency calls
may not be possible on all cellular networks orwhen certain
network services or mobile phone features are in use. Check
with your local service provider for details.

Using Your Phone While Driving
Talking on your phone while driving (or operating the phone

without a hands-free device) is prohibited in some jurisdictions.

Laws vary as to specific restrictions. Remember that safety
always comes first.

Purchase an optional hands-free accessory at your
local Sprint Store, orcall Sprint at 1-800-974-2221 or by
dialing # 222 on yourphone.

Tip

Following Safety Guidelines

To operate your phone safely and efficiently, always follow any
special regulations in a given area. Turn your phone off in areas
where use is forbidden orwhen it may cause interference or
danger.

Using Your Phone Near Other Electronic Devices

Most modern electronic equipment is shielded from radio
frequency (RF) signals. However, RF signals from wireless
phones may affect inadequately shielded electronic equipment.

RF signals may affect improperly installed orinadequately
shielded electronic operating systems or entertainment systems
in motor vehicles. Check with the manufacturer ortheir
representative to determine if these systems are adequately
shielded from external RF signals. Also check with the
manufacturer regarding any equipment that has been added to
yourvehicle.

Consult the manufacturer of any personal medical devices, such
as pacemakers and hearing aids, to determine if they are
adequately shielded from external RF signals.

Note Always turn offthe phone in healthcare facilities, and
request permission before using the phone near

medical equipment.

Turning Off Your Phone Before Flying

Turn off your phone before boarding any aircraft. To prevent
possible interference with aircraft systems, the U.S. Federal
Aviation Administration (FAA) regulations require you to have
permission from a crew member to use your phone while the
plane is on the ground. To prevent any risk of interference, FCC
regulations prohibit using your phone while the plane is in the
air.

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Turning Off Your Phone in Dangerous Areas

To avoid interfering with blasting operations, turn your phone off
when in a blasting area orin otherareas with signs indicating
two-way radios should be turned off. Construction crews often
use remote-control RF devices to set off explosives.

Turn your phone off when you're in any area that has a
potentially explosive atmosphere. Although it's rare, your phone
and accessories could generate sparks. Sparks can cause an
explosion orfire, resulting in bodily injury or even death. These
areas are often, but not always, clearly marked. They include:

Fueling areas such as gas stations.
Below deck on boats.
Fuel or chemical transfer or storage facilities.

Areas where the air contains chemicals or particles such
as grain, dust, or metal powders.

Any otherarea where you would normally be advised to
turn off your vehicle’s engine.

Note Nevertransport or store flammable gas, flammable
liquids, orexplosives in the compartment of your
vehicle that contains your phone oraccessories.
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Restricting Children’s Access to Your Phone

Your phone is not a toy. Do not allow children to play with it as
they could hurt themselves and others, damage the phone or
make calls that increase your Sprint invoice.

Using Your Phone With a Hearing
Aid Device

A number of Sprint phones have been tested for hearing aid
device compatibility. When some wireless phones are used with
certain hearing devices (including hearing aids and cochlear
implants), users may detect a noise which can interfere with the
effectiveness of the hearing device.

Some hearing devices are more immune than others to this
interference noise, and phones also vary in the amount of
interference noise they may generate. ANS| standard C63.19
was developed to provide a standardized means of measuring
both wireless phone and hearing devices to determine usability
rating categories for both.

Ratings have been developed for mobile phones to assist
hearing device users find phones that may be compatible with
their hearing device. Not all phones have been rated for
compatibility with hearing devices. Phones that have been rated
have a label located on the box. Your LG LOTUS™ has an M3
and aT3rating.



These ratings are not guarantees. Results will vary depending
on the user’s hearing device and individual type and degree of
hearing loss. If a hearing device is particularly vulnerable to
interference noise; even a phone with a higher rating may still
cause unacceptable noise levels in the hearing device. Trying
out the phone with your hearing device is the best way to
evaluate it foryour personal needs.

M-Ratings: Phones rated M3 or M4 meet FCC requirements for
hearing aid compatibility and are likely to generate less
interference to hearing devices than unrated phones. (M4 is the
better/higher of the two ratings.)

T-Ratings: Phones rated T3 orT4 meet FCC requirements and
are likely to be more usable with a hearing device’s telecoil (“T
Switch”or “Telephone Switch”) than unrated phones. (T4 is the
better/higher of the two ratings. Note that not all hearing devices
have telecoils in them.)

Hearing aid devices may also be measured forimmunity to
interference noise from wireless phones and should have
ratings similarto phones. Ask your hearing healthcare
professional for the rating of your hearing aid. Add the rating of
your hearing aid and your phone to determine probable
usability:

Any combined rating equal to or greaterthan six offers
excellent use.

Any combined rating equal to five is considered normal use.
Any combined rating equal to fouris considered usable.

Thus, if you pairan M3 hearing aid with an M3 phone, you will
have a combined rating of six for “excellent use."This is
synonymous for T ratings.

Sprint further suggests you experiment with multiple phones
(even those not labeled M3/T3 or M4/T4) while in the store to
find the one that works best with your hearing aid device. Should
you experience interference orfind the quality of service
unsatisfactory after purchasing your phone, promptly return it to
the store within 30 days of purchase. With the Sprint 30-day
Risk-Free Guarantee, you may return the phone within 30 days
of purchase fora full refund. More information about hearing aid
compatibility may be found at: www.fcc.gov, www.fda.gov, and
www.accesswireless.org.

Caring forthe Battery

Protecting YourBattery
The guidelines listed below help you get the most out of your
battery’s performance.

Recently there have been some public reports of wireless
phone batteries overheating, catching fire or exploding. It
appears that many, if not all, of these reports involve
counterfeit orinexpensive, aftermarket-brand batteries with
unknown or questionable manufacturing standards. Sprint is
not aware of similar problems with Sprint phones resulting
from the proper use of batteries and accessories approved by
Sprint orthe manufacturer of your phone. Use only Sprint-
approved or manufacturer-approved batteries and
accessories found at Sprint Stores or through your phone’s
manufacturer, or call 1-866-343-1114 to order. They're also
available at www.sprint.com N click Accessories. Buying
the right batteries and accessories is the best way to ensure
they’re genuine and safe.

In orderto avoid damage, charge the battery only in
temperatures that range from 32° Fto 113° F (0° C to 45° C).
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Don't use the battery chargerin direct sunlight orin high
humidity areas, such as the bathroom.

Never dispose of the battery by incineration.
Keep the metal contacts on top of the battery clean.
Don't attempt to disassemble or short-circuit the battery.

The battery may need recharging if it has not been used fora
long period of time.

It's best to replace the battery when it no longer provides
acceptable performance. It can be recharged hundreds of
times before it needs replacing.

Don't store the battery in high temperature areas forlong
periods of time. It's best to follow these storage rules:

Less than one month:

-4° Fto 140° F (-20° C to 60° C)

More than one month:

-4° Fto 113° F (-20° C to 45° C)
Disposal of Lithium lon (Li-lon) Batteries

Do not handle a damaged orleaking Li-lon battery as you can
be burned.

For safe disposal options of your Li-lon batteries, contact your
nearest Sprint authorized service center.



Special Note: Be sure to dispose of your battery properly. In
some areas, the disposal of batteries in household or business
trash may be prohibited.

Radio Frequency (RF) Energy

Understanding How Your Phone Operates

Your phone is basically a radio transmitter and receiver. When it's
turned on, it receives and transmits radio frequency (RF) signals.
When you use your phone, the system handling your call
controls the power level. This power can range from 0.006 watt to
0.2watt in digital mode.

Knowing Radiio Frequency Safety
The design of your phone complies with updated NCRP
standards described below.

In 1991-92, the Institute of Electrical and Electronics Engineers
(IEEE) and the American National Standards Institute (ANSI)
joined in updating ANSI's 1982 standard for safety levels with
respect to human exposure to RF signals. More than 120
scientists, engineers and physicians from universities,
government health agencies and industries developed this
updated standard after reviewing the available body of research.
In 1993, the Federal Communications Commission (FCC)
adopted this updated standard in a regulation. In August 1996,
the FCC adopted hybrid standard consisting of the existing
ANSI/IEEE standard and the guidelines published by the

National Council of Radiation Protection and Measurements
(NCRP).

Body-Worn Operation

To maintain compliance with FCC RF exposure guidelines, if you
wear a handset on your body, use the Sprint supplied or
approved carrying case, holster or other body-worn accessory. If
you do not use a body-worn accessory, ensure the antenna is at
least 7/16 inch (1.5 centimeters) from your body when
transmitting. Use of non-Sprint-approved accessories may
violate FCC RF exposure guidelines.

Specific Absorption Rates (SAR) forWireless
Phones

The SARis a value that corresponds to the relative amount of RF
energy absorbed in the head of a user of a wireless handset.

The SAR value of a phone is the result of an extensive testing,
measuring and calculation process. It does not represent how
much RFthe phone emits. All phone models are tested at their
highest value in strict laboratory settings. But when in operation,
the SAR of a phone can be substantially less than the level
reported to the FCC. This is because of a variety of factors
including its proximity to a base station antenna, phone design
and otherfactors. What is important to remember is that each
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phone meets strict federal guidelines. Variations in SARs do not
represent a variation in safety.

All phones must meet the federal standard, which incorporates
a substantial margin of safety. As stated above, variations in SAR
values between different model phones do not mean variations
in safety.
