Antenna

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MONETA service is a new payment/settlement/certification method where credit card, check card, bank book, membership, Ticket / coupon/
merchandise coupon, and ID pass are embedded in a single chip in the cell phone. To use the MONETA service, first you should contact the nearest SK Telecom branch or each agent office or visit the appropriate site to apply for MONETA card. The MONETA card has the information about credit card/bank book in it. Use extreme care not to lose it or take good care of it.

Some MONETA feature may be different from the content given in this manual due to improvement or service upgrade.
