4. GETTING STARTED

What is SIM

After you sign up with one digital network operator, you will get one SIM card (subscriber Identity Model Card) provided by network operator.

This card contains all the information necessary for the network as well as other information that belongs to you and that you can modify:


*PIN (Personal Identity Number) code;


*Phone book;


*Short messages;


*Other additional system services.

Use SIM card carefully, any twisting or high pressure may damage it. In case SIM is lost, contact network operator immediately for help.

NOTE: Do not leave your SIM card within the reach of small children.

Installing the SIM card

Switch off the phone; disconnect the charger. The SIM card should be inserted beneath the phone’s battery.

1. Turn your phone over and remove the battery by pulling up the battery lock.
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2. Insert SIM card into the holder.(Make sure that the golden connectors are facing downward)
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3. Insert the notch in lower section of battery into notch in lower section of phone, then press and hold down the lower section of phone. Hold down the upper section of phone till the locker in upper section has locked tightly.

PIN code

This is the personal code for your SIM card. If your phone applies PIN code protection function, this code could be requested of you when you switch on your phone. Usually the PIN code is 4 digits, which will be provided by the operator. These digits will not be displayed on the screen for security reasons. Instead, when entering the PIN code, the screen will display * to substitute the input content.

PIN2 code

This code provided by network operator for billing, informing, etc. particular functions.

<Warning>: If the wrong PIN code entered three times in a row, the card will be locked. To unlock your card, please contact your network operator or your service provider to seek help, they will guide you to unlock the card or provide you a new card. Any attempt to unlock the code by you may result in invalidity of card permanently.

Charging the battery

· A rechargeable battery powers the handset. A new battery must be fully charged before it is used for the first time. It will reach its nominal capacity after several usage cycles.

· In order to use the battery in optimum mode, you can fully discharge the battery once for each month by using up the power as to switch off the handset.

· In course of charging, it is normal to find the battery warm up slightly.  The handset can automatically self-protect so as to suit for the temperature.

· When your battery has run down, the phone displays it, and there is a warning tone when you dial out. The phone also gives you other warning information as flashing of battery icon and the pilot lamp at the tip of the handset flashing red. When the power has run out the handset switch off automatically.

· Remove the battery before switch off the phone; otherwise it will lose all the memories in the phone.

To recharge your battery

· Connect the charger to a main socket, then connect the charger to the end of the mobile phone, there is an arrow sign at the charger, this sign must face up.
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· The phone will start charging and “Charging” information will be displayed on the screen; the battery-charging indicator shows the level of charge. The status light indicator appears as red light in the course of charging.

· The icon of battery remains full black and the light indicator appears green when charging completed and stopped automatically.

· Unplug the charger to the main socket, and then push the two sides to unplug the cable.
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<Note>:
To ensure the safe usage, please don’t replace the accessories or parts of battery by yourself; please don’t open the external shell of battery.

Please use the original charger. Using the charger, the source of which is uncertain, may leads to damage of your handset.

IMEI

All the handset in the world must have this identity number, furthermore, all the IMEI numbers are unique globally and never be same each other.

7. BASIC OPERATION

Switching on

 for a moment to switch on/off your phone. If SIM card and handset haven’t been set password-protection, handset will search network automatically, and display “TCL3188+”. After registering on network, the name of network will be displayed on the screen, furthermore, the green light indicator will flash.  From now you can make or answer the call.

If network is not available, your phone will remain in searching mode, the red light indicator will flash.

If it display “Insert SIM card”, press [image: image37.png]


 to switch off the phone and check if your SIM card has been fixed properly or is still supposed to fix yet.

If it needs to input password or PIN code after switching on, please key in the right password which is display as asterisks * on the screen. Then press left soft key [image: image38.png]

. Once it’s unlocked, handset will display the name of network as well as intensity of signal.

If you don’t know PIN code, please contact your network operator. The default password of handset is “1234”.

Switching off

Hold down the [image: image40.png]


 key until the powering down message is displayed to switch off the phone. Do not attempt to switch off the phone by directly taking out the battery, which may possibly result in memory loss of the SIM card.

Making a call

You can input a maximum 24-digit phone number. Press [image: image41.png]


 to dial out the number. You can hear tones when the communication is established. When the person you have called answers, speak. And the screen will display the Timer and Billing (if preset before).

Right soft key [image: image42.png]


 is used to delete the last phone number, press and hold down it for 1s to delete all input. If call hasn’t been established, the possible reasons may be:

· “Line busy”: the line or the network is bust. The handset will auto redial if you have preset auto redial function.

· “Refused”: the outgoing call is not allowed, for example, Call barring preset.

If the number you dial has been already saved in the phonebook, the name will be displayed on the screen.

To end a call, press [image: image43.png]


 or any any side key until the end of call message appears on the screen.

Volume control

During the conversation, side button [image: image44.png]©



 can adjust the sound volume.

Answering Call

The handset will ring or vibrate when a calling incoming, while background light of the screen will be on with indication as “Incoming”.

To answer a call, press [image: image45.png]


 or any key.  

To refuse a call, press [image: image46.png]


 and the caller will have busy tone.

Note: If you preset the handset as Auto Answer or Flip, you only flip the cover to answer the call, but not reject the call.

If you apply for the service of incoming call number identification the phone number of the incoming call will display on the screen. In the case the number has been already saved in the phonebook, the name will also display on the screen.

The way to end a call is similar with above.

Dial with shortcut key

You can customize 9 shortcut keys corresponding to 9 phone numbers in the phonebook (refer to Use of Phone Book for detail information). So you can just press the numerical key 1-9 to make a call.

Note: You should press the key 1-9 for more than 1 second if you dial with shortcut key. The screen will display “Empty Location” when you use the numerical key that is not customized yet.

View last numbers

Tools

Inside this menu, you can choose the functions: Calculator, Stopwatch, and Firewall. The calculator can add, minus, multiply, divide. The stopwatch is significant to 0.01 second. This handset has the function of firewall which enable you to bar the incoming calls from a phone number or a group of phone numbers. The handset still indicates that there is call coming; appears unreceived call icon the screen; and records the call in the unreceived call menu. Receive or not, it’s all at your will.
Reading short message

When you receive a short message, a tone is emitted (if preset before) and the icon [image: image57.bmp] will be displayed on the screen. The icon [image: image58.bmp] will be displayed in case there is message unread.

Message Services

Message Services include: Short message, Voicemail, Cell broadcasts, etc…

8.1.1 Short Message

Short message service is a kind of network service, it needs support from network operator to send and receive short message.

One piece of short message can be composed of 160 English characters. Short message is sent to the short message center of network firstly, then network send it to proposed user (GSM user). If proposed user doesn’t switch on or can no more receive message (memory is full), network would keep this message for the time being, the keeping period is subject to the setting of sending user.

Once phone receive a new message, it will generate alarm tone (if new message alarm setting is ON), at the time, symbol [image: image73.bmp] will be displayed on the screen. The icon [image: image74.jpg]


 on the first line of screen indicates that there is unread message in the SIM card.

Read message

For unread message, in standby mode, press right soft key [image: image75.png]


 to read.

Note: If there has no unread message, this menu will not show on the screen.

Incoming messages

· Message alert: You can choose the alert tone on/off.

· Message format: You can choose the format to normal, fax, voicemail, ERMES, national paging, X400, Internet.

8.1.2 Voicemail

Get voicemail:

Fast connect to the voicemail box.

Setting:

Numbers: You must first set the number of the voicemail center and then call the voicemail, this includes V-mail number, Roam-Mbox, and these numbers are provided by the network operator.

Alert text: You can set when there is a voicemail, the network provider how to alert you.

8.1.3 Cell broadcast

Cell broadcast messages are text messages of up to 93 English letters in length sent at regular intervals by the networks operators to all GSM mobile phone. These messages usually cover general information about weather reports, traffic news, and etc. Each type of information is associated with an identifier, which is a three-digit number. You can choose the information you like by maximum up to 20 identifiers.
