4. BRIEF INTRODUCTION
4.1 Communication control key
The Send key is used to make a call or to display the record of the previous dialed calls (max up to 10 number). Press this key twice to make a redial during standby mode.
The End key used to end a call (in calling and conversation status)，quit the menu or hold down to turn on/off the mobile phone.
4.2 Function keys and soft keys
The direction key is used to enter the menu or the selected item. The instant functions of the Left-Soft-Key (SKL) and Right-Soft-Key (SKR) are displayed on the bottom line of the LCD screen.
4.3 Digital keys

Including * and #, the Digital keys can be used to dial, input Password, Thai, English, Chinese and other character.

The handset supports Thai, English and Chinese input method, which can be switched by press key #.

Phonebook in the handset

The handset can save 100 pieces of phone record. Each record consist of three parts as follows :

Name : in Thai, Chinese or English
Phone number : up to 20 digit
Location number: can be defined from 1 to 100
4.8 Explanations
4.8.1.1 Domestic call
Enter area code first, then enter the phone number.
4.8.1.2 International call
Press and hold the key 0 till “+” appears, then input the country code, area code and phone number.
4.8.1.3 Emergency call
Emergency call number 112 can be dialled out even there is no SIM card in the handset or keypad is locked.
4.8.1.4 IMEI (International Mobile Equipment Identity)
Switch off the phone and take off the battery, at the back side of the phone, there is one bar code with this number printed. And you can also enter *#06# at standby mode to view the number. Each GSM mobile phone in the world has a unique IMEI number.
4.8.1.5 EFR (Enhanced Full Rate Encode)
The EFR function provided. You do not have to preset, the phone will serve you high hi-fi voice quality automatically if the network provides the EFR service.
5 GETTING STARTED

5.1
What is SIM?
To use your phone you must have a small card called SIM card. This card contains all the information necessary for the network as well as other information that belongs to you and that you can save and modify:

Secret codes (PIN code-Personal Identification Number);

Directory;

Short messages;
Functioning of specific services.

Use the SIM card carefully, do not distort or press hard to the card. In case of missing, ask the operator for solution.

Note: Do not leave your SIM card within the reach of small children.

5.2
Install the SIM card

Switch off your phone; disconnect the charger. The SIM card is inserted on the

back of the handset. Follow the following steps:
5.2.1
Turn your phone over and remove the battery by pulling up the battery lock.

5.2.2
Insert the SIM card into the slot with the missing corner at the same direction

5.2.3
Replace the battery by first positioning the lower section then pressing it until it locks.
6 PIN code
This is the personal code for your SIM card. If your PIN code protection function is activated, this code is requested when you switch on your phone. Usually the PIN code is a 4-digit number that provided by the operator preliminary. Those digits are not displayed on the screen for security reasons. Instead, when entering the PIN code, the screen will display * to substitute the input content.
7 PIN2 code
This code your operator gave you provides security of access to certain functions.
<Warning>: If the wrong PIN code is entered for three times consecutively, the SIM card will be blocked. To unlock your card, please contact with your operator or your service provider for help. Trying to decode by yourself may possibly result in SIM card permanent loss.
8 Charging the battery
The handset is battery powered. The battery applied is rechargeable. A new battery must be fully charged before it is used for the first time. It will reach its nominal capacity after several usage cycles.
In order to use the battery in optimum mode, you can fully discharge the battery once for each month by using up the power till the phone switch off itself.

In course of charging, it is normal to find the battery warm up slightly. The handset can automatically self-protect so as to suit for the temperature.
When your battery has run down, the phone displays it, and there is a warning tone when you dial out. The phone also gives you other warning information as flashing of battery icon. When the power has run out the handset switch off automatically.

9 RECHARGE PROCEDURE:
Connect the AC plug of the charger to a wall outlet. Connect the DC plug of the charger to the multi-functional port at the end of the mobile phone, there is an arrow sign at the DC plug of the charger, this sign must face up.

“Charging” information displays on the screen when charging in power off state.

The battery icon remains full when charging completed and stopped Automatically. But when the phone is in power off state, the screen only displays the prompt of “Charging Completed”. 

Unplug the charger from the wall outlet, and then push the two sides of the DC plug of the charger to unplug the cable from the phone.
<Note>: 
To ensure the safe usage, please don’t replace the accessories or parts of the battery by yourself; please don’t open the external shell of battery.

Please use the original charger. Using the charger, the source of which is uncertain, may leads to damage of your handset.
10 BASIC OPERATION
10.1 Switching on

Press the End key to switch on/off your phone. When the phone is powered on, you can see the power on cartoon and hear the power on music. If the PIN code protection function and the phone security function are not activated, the phone searches the network system and register automatically, until the network is found and the network name appears on the screen. 

In case turning on the phone, the “Check card” displayed, you should press End to switch off the phone and make sure SIM card is well connected. In case the ”Check the number registered” displayed, it indicates that your phone number is not ready for use or parked off. Please contact with your operator for help. 

You may be requested to enter the handset password or the PIN code. The digits you enter will not be displayed on the screen for security reasons. Instead, it is displayed as *. Then press SKL to confirm. And the handset will display the name of the network and the signal strength. If you forget the PIN, please contact with your operator. The handset default password is “1234”.

10.2   Switching off
Press and hold the End key until the goodbye music is heard and power off cartoon is displayed to switch off the phone. 
Do not attempt to switch off the phone by directly taking out the battery, which may possibly result in memory loss of the SIM card.
10.3 Making a call
For international call, you can also press digital key“0” till “+” (instead of“00”)

displayed then dial the country code, and then the number you required. The right
soft key is used to cancel the last digit of the number. Hold down this key for one
second, if you want to clear all the numbers.
Press the Send key to dial out the number (If the number you dialed has been saved in the phone book, the corresponding name of the number is displayed on the screen). When the person you have called answers, speak. And the screen will display the time.  

Following are the reasons for the failure of communication establishment:

Line busy: the user you called is busy or the network is busy. The handset will auto redial if auto redial function enabled.

Refused: the outgoing call is not allowed, as Calling Baring preset.
To end a call press the End key, then the end of call message appears on the screen.

10.4
Volume control
Increase or decrease the volume during a conversation by pressing the Up key or the Down key. Go to the main menu-> settings->audio settings to adjust the ring tone volume (Please refer to the menu of audio settings).

10.5
Answer a call

During ringing or vibration when there is a incoming calling, the backlight of the screen lights on, the backlight of the keypad flashes. The SKR functions as Ignore and the SKL functions as Answer.

To accept a call, press the Send key, the SKL or by press any key if any key answer has been preset except the End key and the SKR.

To refuse a call, press the End key or the SKR and the caller can hear the busy tone.
If you apply for the service of incoming call number identification, the phone number of the incoming call is displayed on the screen. In the case the number has already been saved in the phonebook, the name is displayed on the screen.

10.5
View last dialed numbers

This handset can store 10 pieces of dialed numbers. Press the Send key to view last 10 numbers dialed. Press up and down keys to select a number and press the Send key or SKL to dial out the number, press SKR to quit.

10.6
Send DTMF tone

If DTMF tone function has been set, the numerical key and * and # key will be transmitted as DTMF tone in a communication. If you do not apply such a function, you can not dial the extension.

10.7
Muting function
Press the SKR in conversation, then choose ‘mute’ and then ‘mute on’, the person you called cannot hear from you, but you can still hear from him. The function will be canceled when you choose the ‘mute off’.

10.8
Holding
This service depends on the operator’s service. During the call, you can hold the current call by pressing the SKL and to make another call or to answer the incoming call (if Call Waiting function activated). 

Press the SKL again can put the second call on hold and activate the first call. This key is used to switch between the two calls.

10.9
Reading a Short Message
When a new short message arrived, a tone is emitted (if preset before) and a prompt ‘Read the Message’ will be displayed on the screen, you can press the SKL to read the message. In standby mode the icon will appear in case there is a unread message or more, you can enter the message menu to read the message. The prompt of ‘Miss call’ is displayed if there is a missed call prior to the short message.

10.10

Unanswered calls
If there is unanswered call, the amount of the missed calls will be displayed on the screen. Up to 10 records can be stored, the oldest record will be deleted if there are more than 10 records. You can press the SKL or check the Missed Calls to view the list of missed calls.

10.11
Keypad Lock
Keypad lock function is provided to avoid accidental operation. When the keypad lock is activated, the handset will be locked automatically without pressing any key in 60 seconds. In standby mode, you can press and hold the “ * ” key to lock the keypad. The emergency call is still allowed when keypad is locked. When locked, the icon     is displayed. You can press the SKL, then press “ * ” key in 5 seconds to unlock the handset.
11 USE THE MENU
Press up key or down key to enter into the menu function in standby mode. 
The menu consists of 9 directories which also consists of subdirectories. The menu functions enable you to check or modify your handset so as to meet your need. Take a look at the following Menu to select the relevant functions you need.

Enter the main menu and press the up and down key to select the item, then press the SKL to validate the function. 

Press the SKR to return to the previous menu, or return to standby mode from main menu. In edit mode, you can press the SKR to delete one character or hold it down to delete all.

In the selected items, Activate means to activate the function of the selected item; Deactivate means the opposite

The bottom line of the screen is the function illumination of the soft key. It indicates the function of the soft key in use.
12 MESSAGE SERVICES

Short message service is a kind of network service, it needs support by the network operator to send and receive short message.

One piece of short message can be composed of 160 English characters.
The phone also supply Ehanced Message Service (EMS) function which can allow the user to insert the picture, cartoon and audio file into the short message to enhance the interest.

Note : 
EMS function must be supported by the network and the corresponding phone.
12.1 Inbox

When a new messages arrived, the prompt of“Read?”is displayed or the icon [image: image13.png]


 appears on the top line of the screen. You can press the SKL to read the message when entered the message menu. Press the SKL when reading the message, and the pop up menu appears which provides reply, forward, delete, save, dial back, extract the number and delete all function etc. If you are reading a normal message, you can save the whole content to the draft box by choosing the save function. If you are reading a EMS, you have to choose the picture or ring tone etc to save to the draft box, otherwise the prompt for ‘no selected file’ may be displayed.

Note: 
New message will be rejected when the inbox is full, meanwhile the handset will remind you the memory is full.
12.2 Outbox

Outbox is used to save the message which is failed to send. You can choose the message and pressing the SKL read it. Also you can choose send, edit, delete etc. from the pop up menu by pressing the SKL when reading the message.
12.3 Drafts

The message you are writing will be save to draft box when you choose Store in the process of editing. The operation and the menu are the same with the outbox.
12.4 Write a new message

You can write the message in Thai, Chinese or in English by pressing the # key to switch the input method. You are allowed to insert the picture and ring tone, cartoon etc from the pop up menu. Press the SKR to end the edit, then press the SKL to enter a pop up menu:

   

Send (don’t save)

   

Store (save the message which has been edited)

Press SKL to confirm the selected operation.

If Send selected, the handset hints you to input the number of the receiver. You can enter the number directly or use the phonebook to enter the number. In the phonebook, you can press the Up key and the Down key to select the number what you need. Press the SKL to enter the number you selected.You can also press the digital key 1~9 to enter the editing interface, and input the name to search the number.

When you choose the selection of “save”, the message is saved to the draft box. If the memory is full, the corresponding prompt is displayed.
12.5 Canned message
This handset provides 10 pieces of preset message which is defined by the manufacturer, and 5 pieces that can be defined by the user. The former can not be modified, only can be sent or saved to draft box, but the latter can be defined by the user according to his favourite and it also can be deleted or set to preset message.
12.6 Settings
12.6.1 Service center
Before using the messag function, you must set the message center number that is provided by the operator.
12.6.2 Validity
You can also set the validity. The unit is day. With this period of validity, you can preset the period how long the message can be saved at the service center while the receiver is unreachable.
12.6.3 Mailbox number
This number is supplied by your network service provider. Enter the correct number to access your voice mail function.
12.6.4 Message service encrypt (on/off)If this function is activated, you will be reminded to input the handset password to enter the inbox, outbox and draft box or read the new message in standby mode.
12.6.5 Check the capacity
This function is used to check the memory size for messages in the SIM card or the handset.
Note: 
The handset capacity include the space which is occupied by the canned message
12.7 Voicemail box
You can connect to your voice mailbox quickly and get your voice information.
12.7.1 Cell broadcasts
Cell broadcast messages are text messages of up to 93 English characters or 40 Chinese characters in length sent at regular intervals by the networks operator to all GSM mobile phone. These messages usually cover general information about weather reports, traffic news, and etc.. Each type of information is associated with an identifier, which is a three-digit number. You can choose the information you like by maximum up to 20 identifiers.
12.7.2 Inbox: 
To read the last received cell broadcast messages.
12.7.3 Channel: You can add, delete or delete all channels.
12.7.4 Language: This is to set the language to receive cell broadcast.
12.7.5 Setting (on/off):
This is used to open or close the cell broadcasts function and mark the current
setting.
13 PHONEBOOK

The phonebook records are stored in SIM card and the handset. The storage of the SIM cards is different according to the type of the SIM card. The handset provides a phonebook with 100 entries in handset. 

If you enter the phonebook by the menu, the sub menu of search, add, delete, position, and check the capacity is displayed. If you enter the phonebook by shortcut key, phone book records will be displayed first, and then search, edit, add, delete (only delete the current entry), write and copy will be displayed by pressing the SKL. Please reference the following introduction to make a best use of it
13.1 Browse
After entering the phonebook, the first 4 lines will display the name of the entry, and one of them will be highlighted, the number on the up-right corner shows the position of the entry. The last line is the phone number of the highlighted. You can use the up and down key to browse the records of the phonebook.
13.2 Search
The handset provides the way to find a phonebook entry by name. You can input the name and then press SKL to confirm. If the entry is found, it will be displayed and the edit, write, copy and delete etc function menu appears in the pop up menu by pressing the SKL. In the name list interface, you can directly press key 1 to 9 to enter the name search interface. After entering the name, press the SKL to find the entry you want.

13.3 Edit
User can use the edit function to amend the current entry. At first, find the phone number to amend, then press the left key to enter the phonebook menu, select the edit function. Press SKL confirm to edit, or press SKR clean up input number and character, Press down it will clean up the all number and character, and the soft key hint instead return, press the SKR can cancel this edit operation.
13.4 Add New

The user can add an entry to the phonebook. There are four steps to store a new phone number:
13.4.1 Enter the name: 
The user can input Thai, English or Chinese characters. Press the SKL to confirm and then enter the phone number, or press the SKR to delete one character. Press and hold down the SKR to delete all characters. Then the prompt of the soft key changes to exit, if you press SKR again, the operation is cancelled.
13.4.2 Enter the number: 
Use the digital keys to input the phone number. Press SKL to confirm, then start with the shortcut key operation, or press the SKR to clear one number, or press and hold it down to clear all numbers.
13.4.3 Enter the user-defined position number: 
The user can enter the number to mark the position of the entry. The number from 1 to 100 is in the handset, above 100 is in SIM card. Press the SKL to confirm or press the SKR to clear the input number.
13.4.4 Save the new entry: 
Press SKL to save the phone number.
13.4.5
Delete a phonebook record
The user can find the entry to delete by searching the name, then press the SKL to enter the phonebook menu, choose the delete function and then press the SKL to delete the current entry; you can also delete all the entries in the phone book by one-off operation.
13.5
Check phonebook capacity
This item displays information on the two phonebooks in SIM and memory. It shows the percent used of the storage memory.

13.6
Copy
This menu items (Copy) allows user to copy a number from SIM to phone memory or vice versa. Select the entry expected to be copied and press menu key to choose the copy function to copy the entry, but the position number can not be copied.

RECENT CALLS

14.1
Missed calls

This handset can automatically store the missed calls, the missed call prompt is displayed on the screen if there is a missed call or more. To read the detailed information, you can press the SKL. Press the send key to dial back.

14.2
Received calls
This handset can automatically store latest answered incoming callings. The method to view the list of answered incoming callings is same as missed call mentioned above.
Note: Up to 10 pieces of incoming calling can be stored including missed call and answered call.

14.3
Dialled calls
This handset can automatically store 10 latest outgoing callings (successful and unsuccessful). The method to view the list of outgoing callings is the same as the missed call mentioned above.
14.4
Call Timers 
By the aid of this menu you can check the length of conversation time.

14.4.1
Last call: 
This menu enables you to view the length of the last call time.

14.4.2
All calls:
This menu enables you to view the total incoming calls time since the last deletion.

Delete all
You can delete the missed call, received call and dialled call respectively, also you can delete all of the records.

SECURITY
15.1
Phone password
The phone password is a 4-digit code, The default code is ‘1234’.

15.1.1
Change password
You can change the defaulted code “1234” to four digits that you can easily remember. You can input the original password before changing, and after entering the new password you can input it again to confirm.

15.1.2
Unlock/lock
This function is used to activate or deactivate the function of handset lock, and to mark the current state. If you want to activate the lock, you must input the right phone password to protect the phone. Meanwhile, right password will be demanded after resetting the phone.

15.2
PIN options
This menu item includes the PIN and PIN2 management functions. The SIM card is protected against unauthorized use by a secret PIN code stored in the SIM. This code is supplied by your service provider and must be kept secret. The PIN2 code is an extension of the PIN used to access some SIM related functions. This code is supplied by your service provider and can’t be disabled but you can personalize it with this feature.

Change the PIN1 code
Before changing the PIN code, you are requested to input the original PIN code, and then input the new code two times. Press the SKL to confirm the change.
